His .787 winning percentage is the 
best among all coaches in county history with 100 or 
more victories.

National and State Coach of the Year, Orange 
County Register Coach of the Decade, Los Angeles 
Times Southern California Coach of the Year. He has 
spoken at many  conferences and clinics all over the 
country.
