 He begins by finding ñwhere there is an interestò and begins by 

having training materials translated into the local language. The study 

consists of a five-step process that includes group discussion, homework, 

prepared talks, the study of theological commentary and the community 

spirit that results in people feeling loved and wanted in a caring way. This 

kind of Bible Study, so popular in the United States, is entirely new in 

countries where the population is basically ñbible illiterateò. 

 When he and Carol are not collecting frequent flyer miles their 

fun takes them to Angel Stadium where they have been season seat hold-

ers for nearly forty years. Occasionally they fit in a USC football game.  

 Since they celebrated their fiftieth wedding anniversary
